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Talking Tuna with Northeast Captains  

 
Earlier this month, I had the opportunity to attend the Garden State Outdoor Sportsmen’s 

Show in Edison, NJ. The show is a mix of fishing and hunting, with rows and rows of guides 
for all types experiences. Since 2007 was freshly completed, I thought I would stop by and 

speak to some of the exhibiting captains to see how the season went. The captains I ended up 
speaking with all had one topic in mind; Tuna. Here is what they had to say with some videos 

and pictures from their season.  
 

. . .I also had a chance to speak with Captain Ken “Big Kid” Gallop of BIG KID Sportfishing 
out of Brielle, NJ. Ken sails year round for all species in season and one of their 2007 season 
highlights was a big one. The BIG KID took first in the 2007 Mid-Atlantic $500,000 for the 

heaviest tuna category with a 212-lb. bigeye tuna. For those not familiar with this 
tournament, it is one of the most popular big money offshore fishing tournament in the 
northeast, held in Cape May, NJ and Ocean City, MD. This bigeye was caught at the 

Lindenkohl Canyon and the fight was over an hour.  
 

Although Ken and I spoke about the Mid Atlantic, his real answer to the question “what is 
your season highlight” was “just taking the kids out and seeing the smiles on their faces 

when they are on a fish.” I hear that a lot from captains who put things in perspective, but it 
is real refreshing to hear from a captain who could easily get caught up in all the hoopla of 

fishing big tourneys. When it all comes down to it, if a captain can’t show a kid a good time 
on their boat then that same kid will look for the captain who did when he or she is all grown
